ll'i'";. THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Children who are applying for admission to Year One have to take a verbal
IQ/picture test, followed by an interview. They also have to undergo a medical
test at a state approved facility to confirm they are physically and mentally ready
to start formal educationin Year One.

Transfer students who are seeking admission to higher mainstream classes take
English proficiency tests. These tests are conducted in the written form and
interview by class teacher to evaluate the child's knowledge and learning skills.

The transfer students have to submit a leaving certificate, recommendations and
other documents from their ex-schools.




The Tashkent Ulugbek International School provides an eleven-year educational
programme and curriculum. Itis compulsory to attend all classes during a school
year.

Each academic year consists of two semesters four quarters with a total of 34
weeks, excluding breaks and holidays.

The school operates five days a week, Monday through Friday. Lessons in the
primary school (Year One through Six) run from 8:30 am until 2:55 pm.

At the end of each school year the school issues an academic report card. After
the final exams and at the end of the 9th and 11th grade students receive school
certificate.

. TEACHING STAFF

The Taskent Ulugbek International School employs qualified and experienced
expatriate teaching staff from various countries, in particular the UK, USA,
Canada, Australia, South Africa, India. The school also recruits local teachers




and teaching assistants. Teachers and teaching assistants aim to provide the
children with a high quality education, in terms of academic knowledge and
practical experience, in atruly friendly and international atmosphere.

<2 NOURISHMENT AND MEDICAL SERVICE

The food, which is provided in the school cafeteria, is meticulously prepared and
served in sanitary and hygienic condition. Lunchtime lasts from

In order to prevent food poisoning, it is strictly forbidden to bring cakes,
chocolate products and fizzy drinks for the parties.

The school doctor and nurse are on hand to provide medical assistance,
whenever necessary, within school hours. They also keep records of the
students' vaccinations health-care and physical development; draw up a
nourishment timetable; and check food quality.

$if DROP OFF AND PICK UP PROCEDURES

School starts at 8:30 am and pupils should not arrive at school more than 20
minutes before the start of the school day.

Primary children should stay on the outdoor field to wait for the start of the day at
8:30 am. Teacher assistants and coordinators will be present on the outdoor
field for supervisory purposes between 8:00 and 8:20 am. If it is wet weather or
high AQlI the pupils will go inside.

Late arrivals

If you are dropping your child off between 8:20 am and 8:40 am and other pupils
have already gone inside the classrooms, your child should go to his/her
classroom directly. Students arriving late after 8:40 am should go to the
reception in the office to be registered before going to his/her classroom.

Collection of the students

Students should be collected at the designated time at 15:00 pm, although there
may be clubs and activities until 15.40 pm. If for any reason parents are late or
unable to collect their child themselves, they should inform the receptionist so
she caninform the teachers.
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Students who leave early must report to the office before leaving. The school
does notrelease a student without a parent's phone call or note.

If the student leaves the school on his own, then it is necessary to leave a
statement in the school office that the parents allow their son/daughter to leave
the school territory on their own after class and are responsible for the safety of
their child.

1.5/ ABSENCE - LATENESS

If parents know in advance that their child will be absent from school or they want
to pickthem up early, please let the class teacher or receptionist know.

When a student is excessively late or absent, the matter will be investigated by
the grade level coordinator and parent meeting will be held. If a student accrues
several lateness per a week, the school has the right to send the child back home
informing parents beforehand.

If a student is going to miss classes due to iliness or is late for a valid reason,
parents should contact their child's teacher or the school administration before
8:40 am.

REGULAR ATTENDANCE

Regular attendance is important for students to obtain maximum benefit from
the educational program. Whenever a student must be absent, parents are
expected to notify the school office of the reason for absence.

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Y} BEHAVIOUR

Students will be held accountable for any behaviour which is destructive to the
physical plant, impedes the right of other students to pursue their education, has
a negative impact on the moral and social climate physical harm to other
students. Behaviour which violates any of these principles will be dealt with
clearly, justly and without exceptions.

A student who is behaving in an inappropriate manner will be reprimanded. If the
student persists with poor behaviour, the student will be referred to the Director
and he will take a final decision.

If a student is unable or unwilling to abide by the behaviour code established by
Tashkent Ulugbek International School, his/her place in the school becomes
questionable and suspension or a recommendation to parents to withdraw the
student may occur

€ } MOBILE POLICY

We would like to inform you of our policy regarding cell phones, which is
designed to ensure a positive learning environment in all lessons:

® During the class hours, cell phones are to be off and put away in the box
specially provided by the school.

e Students will not be allowed to use cell phones during class time, except
with teacher permission.

o [f there is a situation where a student does not follow the rules, the
administration provides for the following actions:

First Offense: Verbal Warning.

Second Offense: Phone is confiscated from student and returned at the
end of the day.

Third Offense: Phone is confiscated and returned by the administration
to the parent/guardian.

A Please remember that if your child chooses to bring hand held technology to school it is
entirely at his/her responsibility and school staff is not responsible for any loss or damage.




H® DRESS CODE

TUIS does not require students to wear a school uniform; however,
students are expected to dress in an appropriate and respectful manner.
The following is taken from the school's dress code policy:

Tops and shirts need to be: loose fitting, not see-through, without
inappropriate messages, and must cover all undergarments. Straps must
be at least two to three fingers wide and midriffs must be covered.

Skirts and dresses must be culturally respectful and underwear should
not be visible. Dresses and skirts should not be too short
(allowable length is 10 sm above the knee)

Students must wear footwear that enables quick exits for emergencies
and safety around the school grounds. High heels are not allowed.

Any kind and length of shorts of and “ripped” jeans are not allowed.

Certain classes will have specific safety requirements that may
influence acceptable dress. (PE lessons)

Unacceptable: bright makeup, piercings, massive jewellery.

Teachers and administration have the final say on dress code issues; students
will be removed from class if their clothing is considered inappropriate or
disrespectful and may be sent home informing parents beforehand.
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&( EXTRA-ACTIVITIES

Extra-activities are an integral part of the school program. They extend the
educational and recreational opportunities for the children. The activities are
held after a normal school day. These activities are invaluable in developing
interpersonal skills, independence and confidence; outside the structured
classroom. A full list of the activities offered (and any restrictions due to age or
numbers) will be given each term, normally within two weeks of the start of the
term.

Activities are organized with themes in order to promote breadth of experience;
the themes shall be passed upon physical exercise, creativity, international
mindedness and community. In the event that an activity is oversubscribed, the
school shall attempt to create a parallel activity.
